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Title: Barriers and Solutions to HIV Testing Among College Students

What began as a literature review during my 12-week internship with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC), expanded to include data about a private liberal arts college. This study intended to utilize the existent body of literature to explore why college students do not seek testing, the conceptual models/theories that explained the lack of testing among the population, and possible solutions to increase HIV testing. The second part of the study consisted of comparing testing trends at a private liberal arts college to trends at large public universities as well as suggestions for future research among this population. College students remain an under-researched population in regards to HIV testing, but given the steady increase of those diagnosed with HIV between the ages of 20-24 it is necessary that we begin to rethink the preconceptions about educational attainment and sexual responsibility.
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The Benefits of Being Kind: A Proposed Program Promoting Prosocial Behavior in Low-income Preschools

Prosocial behavior positively affects countless realms of life, including protection against stress and increased happiness. Though it is an innate drive, certain environmental and personal characteristics are necessary for its full development. These conditions can be greatly affected by one’s socioeconomic status—with prevalent chronic stress and limited resources, low-income individuals are at greater risk for antisocial behavior. Preschool- aged low-income children are at particular risk, as those early years are a sensitive period in the development of social skills, amongst others. Because existing methods of promoting prosocial behavior fail to address the unique circumstances of low-income children, I am proposing a three-week theater after school program aimed to fill these gaps and provide much needed support and tools to low-income preschoolers.

The Influence of Parental Messages About Sexual Orientation on LGBT Sexual Affect and Sexual Experience

My SIP aimed to shed light on the lack of research surrounding positive parental messages on homosexuality, the emotions Lesbian, Gay, Bisexual, Transgender (LGBT) individuals experience surrounding their own sexuality and the impact on their sexual experiences. It was predicted that higher levels of positive parental messages about homosexuality would be associated with higher levels of positive sexual affect, higher levels of sexual experience, lower levels of negative sexual affect, and lower levels of shameful sexual affect. Between parental messages and level of sexual experience, a positive correlation was found while there was no correlation was found between parental messages, positive, negative or shameful sexual affect. The results of this study suggest a need for larger scale research in order to broaden the field of parental communication in the LGBT community.
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Music Videos & Gender Beliefs: How Black Men View Black Women.

My interest in the behaviors of adolescents, especially adolescents of color, lead me to explore what influences the behaviors of adolescents. This study of music videos and gender beliefs was started in order to explain how music videos can influence the ways that Black male adolescents think about Black female adolescents. The study also explains what images that Black males adolescents are receiving from music videos about Black female adolescents. The intent of the study is to not only pinpoint some of the problems that are influencing the behaviors of adolescents, but to also help create conversation about the ways in which those problems can be resolved.
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Subjective Religiosity and Organized Religiosity as a Predictor of Sexual Affect Among African Americans

My SIP was titled Subjective and Organized Religiosity as a Predictor of Sexual Affect. It was inspired by my religion and psychology majors and my interest in how religious discourses affect individuals. Through pearson R correlations,  I found that African Americans who practice subjective religiosity (anything outside of a religious building) usually have a positive sexual affect, or feel positively about their sexual experiences. For future research, it would be useful to breakdown subjective religiosity into categories like prayer and scripture reading to see what elements facilitate positive sexual affect.
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
